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Our Speaker: Doug LeMov is Managing Director of Uncommon Schools and oversees its True North network, with schools in Rochester and Troy. He also trains school leaders and teachers both internally, at Uncommon’s 16 schools, and nationally. He was formerly the President of School Performance, an organization helping schools use data to drive decision making, and vice president for accountability at the State University of New York Charter Schools Institute and was a founder and principal of the Academy of the Pacific Rim Charter School in Boston. He has taught English and history at the university, high school and middle school levels. He holds a B.A. from Hamilton College, an M.A. from Indiana University, and an M.B.A. from the Harvard Business School.
